Applicants Short Guide to Registration as 

ENGINEERING TECHNICIAN (EngTech)

1. Obtain a copy of the UK Standard for Professional Engineering Competence (UK-SPEC) and read all chapters relevant to EngTech. The EngTech Standard sets out the competence standards against which your application will be assessed as well as the requirement to maintain that competence. It also explains the two routes to registration, depending on qualifications held. If you hold a qualification which has been approved by a licensed professional engineering institution (as listed on the Technician database) OR a Water Industry Advanced Apprenticeship you will not normally be required to submit anything more than evidence of that qualification.
2. Complete the application form provided by the Institute of Water and return it to the address below (also included on the form). All claims of qualifications, experience or training will need formal documented evidence.  Copies of certificates are acceptable but they must be countersigned and dated by a sponsor. Your application must have the support of a sponsor who is familiar with your work and is a Registered Engineer (CEng or IEng). The Institute of Water cannot be held responsible for any of your original documents being lost in the post.

3. If you do not hold an approved qualification (see 1 above) you will be required to demonstrate how you meet the competence requirements in sections A to E in UK-SPEC. You can do this using the boxes in the application form or by appending a written description of your experience which shows clearly how you meet each of the requirements. This can take the form of a report, a table or lists of examples or copies of work records, e.g. reports, work instructions, appraisals or a combination of these formats. If you hold an approved qualification you will already meet the competence requirements.
4.  In exceptional circumstances you may be required to attend an interview.

5. The final decision lies with the Institute of Water Engineering Board which meets quarterly and will consider the findings of your assessment. You can expect to know the outcome within two months of submitting your evidence (see 4 above).
6. Successful candidates will be registered with the Engineering Council and will be required to pay the appropriate fee. They will also become Technician Members of the Institute of Water and will be entitled to use the letters EngTech TMIWater after their name. 
7. Unsuccessful candidates will be given feedback and may re-apply.
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
